Diesel Engine Changes
At Rally 2009 there was talk about after

burner requirements for all diesel
engines sometime in the future. | was
told by Delta Truck that the

requirements for heavy trucks in Calif.
are close as they have been offered on
new trucks for 2 years. Old trucks must
be retro-fitted and the cost is huge. They
indicated this is not a Calif. law but
National requirements. They didn’'t
know when the requirements were for
MH.

| have researched the Air Resources
Board’'s website for what seems like
hours. What | have determined so far is
that they do not want to disseminate
information easily. It is very confusing

and/or | do not possess the intellect to
decipher their website or the rules.

| have phoned their help number and
received a voice mail box. | have not
received a call back.

As near as | can determine the California
laws are based upon a National rule
called the Federal Clean Air Act. It also

seems that California has taken it a step
beyond, which is not unusual.
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http://www.arb.ca.gov/msprog/onrdiesel/
documents.htm

| did glean the following lines from
within this site.

“Private utility — owned vehicles are
subject to the regulation beginning
1/1/2021.

In another location:

“The regulation also has a number of
provisions or delays for low use
vehicles, agriculture vehiclesmotor
coachescertain unique vehicles ...."

(There was lots of wordage defining low
mileage and it ranged from 5K — 15 K
annually.)

“However by 1/1/2023 all diesel engines
must meet the 2010 new engine emission
standards.”

It was not clear if we must ever retro our
engines. | found nothing on light pick
ups but know that new Fords have the
after burners now. At any rate if it is
2023, | don’t see much to concern
ourselves with.
